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The Leucan Shaved Head Challenge is a major fundraiser that engages the community in a
spirit of solidarity to provide services to cancer-stricken children and their families. Participants
in the Leucan Shaved Head Challenge put their own heads up to raise donations from
people around them: family, friends, neighbors, colleagues.

It is also a gesture of support for children whose body image is altered when chemotherapy
provokes hair loss.

The Shaved Head Challenge Leucan is the most important provincial event where people’s
head are shaved to raise money for the cause of children with cancer. Since its first edition,
nearly 50,000 participants have shown support to children of Leucan.

Taking part in the Leucan Shaved Head Challenge is joining a unique family that cancer-
stricken children can count on a daily basis.

GOLDEN RULES

We ask for your full cooperation in ABSTAINING FROM USING UNDUE PRESSURE
TO COERCE PEOPLE INTO GETTING THEIR HEADS SHAVED.

° A resource-person from Leucan is made available.
° Please contact your regional office should you have questions or requests.
° Dates may vary depending on the region.

WHO ARE THE PARTICIPANTS?

Participants are people who willingly choose to have their heads shaved. They can pay the
$20 minimum amount or seek donations from family, friends, and acquaintances. All
donations must be handed to Leucan at one of the shaving sites, a regional office, or during
the group challenge. Participants may take up an individual challenge (at a Leucan shaving
site) or a group challenge (alternate sites).

Participation criteria

e Minimum age of 7 years :
Parental consent required for children less than 16 years of age.

e Each participant must contribute a minimum of $20 regardless of age, shaving site,
Challenge date, whether already registered or registering on day of the provincial
Challenge.

*Date may vary depending on the region.
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CHOOSE YOUR TYPE OF CHALLENGE

The objectives remain unchanged regardless of your type of challenge:
e Support children with cancer.

e Share meaningful moments.

Group challenge—Alternate sites

The group challenge offers more flexibility in choosing a date, time, and place. This type of
event can bring together colleagues, friends, students, and teachers—in short, people from
all walks of life united in solidarity for children with cancer. Each member of the group
collects funds from their entourage. One of the essential criteria is that Leucan offers its
support and has the right to oversee the event.

To select this type of challenge, please contact your regional office (see listing Annex).

Individual challenge—Leucan shaving sites

On the day of the event, the Leucan Shaved Head Challenge takes place at over 35
different public shaving sites throughout Quebec in order to raise public awareness on the
reality of children living with cancer.

e Select the region where you wish to have your head shaved from the Individual
challenge—lLeucan shaving sites drop-down menu.

e Register online at tetesrasees.com by clicking on Become a participant or download
the registration form and return it fo your regional office.

e Select the appropriate site and time.

e Set a goal (minimum of $20).

MANAGING ADMINISTRATIVE FORMS

The fundraising form allows you to tally the amounts collected and register donor contact
information for tax receipfs.

Once you are registered online, we will contact you in order to give you access to fundraising
form downloads from your personal Web page.

Each fundraising form has its unique identification number. These forms must not be
photocopied or destroyed. All unused or damaged forms must be returned to Leucan. If you
are not registered on the Internet and wish to receive forms, contact a Leucan employee in
your region.

The following instructions are essential when using Leucan'’s fundraising form:

e Print legibly in block letters. Indicate donor’s full address.

e |Indicate amount received for each donation and indicate whether the donor wishes
to receive a tax receipt or not, in the fax receipt column.

e Cheques must be payable to Leucan.

e Indicate the total amount of donations collected at the bottom of the form.
This amount must match the sum (cash and/or cheques) handed to Leucan.

e If youreceive anonymous donations (e.g. pocket change from friends or colleagues),
write anonymous donations and the total amount of these donations.

e At the end of your event, return all forms (completed or not) as well as all donations to
Leucan.

e |If possible, and in the event that you have collected a significant amount in cash,
please make a deposit and write one single cheque payable to Leucan.

THE SHAVING

Who does the shaving?
To ensure competency, safe hygienic conditions, and comfort for the participants, only
hairdressers in partnership with Leucan may shave the participants at the shaving sites.

For alternate sites (group challenges) we ask that the Event Supervisors select experienced
hairdressers.

How is the shaving carried out?

The shaving is done with a 0 closeness level. Razor shaves are not accepted.
